IMDC 2009 will be located in Trondheim,
Norway, 500 km north of the capital Oslo
and 560 km south of the Arctic Circle, but
still easily accessible from major European
airports.
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Trondheim was founded by the Viking king
Olav Tryggvason in year 997 AD. The city
was the country's first capital for two
hundred vyears, a prospering centre for
trade, shipping and culture. Today,
Trondheim is the third largest city in
Norway with 165.000 inhabitants, and is a
major centre for high technology research,
education and industry.
